Eligibility
Any illustration created by a registered undergraduate or 
graduate student attending any college, university or art 
school anytime during the calendar year 2009. A copy of a 
valid student ID must accompany all entries. However we 
will waive the ID requirement if entries are entered by an 
instructor for their class.

Categories
We encourage any and all types of illustrations to be entered 
including work in advertising, editorial, book, sci-fi, self-
promotion, animation, 3D or personal work. 

Entry Fees 
Single Entry Fees $15 each 
Series Entry Fees $35 each  
A series consists of three to five images with a similar theme. Books are consid-
ered a series entry.
 
Preparation of Online Entries
1 Images must be 7-inches wide, 300 dpi, RGB, jpeg. For 
horizontal images please submit your image as 10-inches 
wide, 300 dpi, RGB, jpeg. Animation entries must be 
entered in QuickTime format and uploaded to our ftp site, 
extra-large files must be sent on DVD.  
For books, enter the cover and three representative spreads 
digitally. For websites, submit screenshots of the home page 
and three representative pages.
2 Go to www.3x3mag.com/StudentShow_7.html and follow 
the directions to complete the online entry and payment 
process. There is no need to name your entries this is all 
been automated this year.

Preparation of Entries On Disc
If you prefer to enter your entries on disc please follow these 
instructions:
1 Follow Step 1 above.
2 Please identify your files with your last name followed by 
your first name and the number one (1) for your first image, 
number two (2) for your second, until all single entries are 
identified. 
Example: Hively_Charles_1.jpg for the first entry. Hively_
Charles_2.jpg for the second entry. 
When entering a series, please identify your files with your 
last name, first name followed by the letter S. If you are 
entering more than one series, name them as S1 for your 
first, S2 for your second until all the series have been identi-
fied. Distinguish a series by adding an a, b, c to your file. 
Example: Hively_Charles_S1a.jpg, Hively_Charles_S1b.jpg... 
For a different series entry: Hively_Charles_S2a.jpg... 
3 The last step is to put all your files in a folder identified 
with your first and last name and burn it to a disc.  

4 Make a copy of the entry form and include it along with 
your disc. Include your credit card information or include a 
check or money order for the entry fees. We only accept checks 
and money orders drawn in US funds. Please make out your 
check or money order payable to 3x3 Magazine and indicate 
3x3 Student Show7 on the check.
5 Mail your entries to 3x3 Student Show, 244 Fifth Avenue, 
Ste F269, New York NY 10001. No drop-offs. 

Publication Fees
If your work is selected there will be an additional publica-
tion fee of $25 per entry, single or series, for inclusion in 
our annual.

Notice to Instructors
When entering work for your class, fill out the Payment 
Form and attach a list of your student entrants and email 
addresses. There is no need to make out individual forms for 
each student. All entries should be on entered on one disc.
